SD5 Quick Facts

In SD5, approximately 61,147 people
live in iVery HighoLRS Block Groups
and 254,321 live in fHighoLRS Block
Groups, for a total of 315,468 people
(15.7%) living in Hard-to-Survey
Block Groups.

SD5 has 2 fiVery Highoand 14 iHigho
LRS Block Groups in unincorporated
areas.

The SD5 cities with the most
Hard-to-Survey Census Block Groups
( \fery Highoor iHighoLRS) are:
Pasadena (31), Lancaster (27),
Palmdale (22), Santa Clarita (17),

Los Angeles (14), and Alhambra (13).

In SD5 Block Groups with iVery Higho
LRS, the average percentage of
Renters was 85.9% (vs. 39.1%
Districtwide), Below Poverty Level
was 34.7% (vs. 12.6% Districtwide),
and Single Female-Headed
Households was 26.8% (vs. 13.2%
Districtwide), and the Median
Household Income was $34,492

(vs. $76,032 Districtwide).

Compared to the other Supervisorial
Districts, SD5 has the highest
average percentage of Asian
Population; Population Ages 65+;
Single-Unit Housing Structures; and
Mobile Homes.

Impact of the Census

MONEY: California receives billions

REPRESENTATION: After the
2010 Census, California failed to gain
a Congressional seat for the first time
since obtaining statehood in 1850.
